Ilya PrigogineThermodynamics Prize 2005

The Ilya Prigogine Prize is endowed with an amount of 2000 Euros. It concerns PhD theses or equivalent work accomplished by young researchers, and defended or published between April 2003 and July 2005. If the documents are in a language different from French or English, a long summary (about 20 pages) will be required. All aspects and branches of thermodynamics are considered, from experimental work to the most theoretical aspects.

Historical.

This prize, organized by ECAST, was patronized by the Nobel Prize winner I.Prigogine himself, while he was alive. It is attributed every two years to a promising young researcher in Thermodynamics for his thesis or for equivalent work. It was first awarded in 2001 in Mons (Belgium) during the JETC 7 (7th Joint European Thermodynamics Conference), and a second time in 2003 in Barcelona during JETC 8.

Selection

The applications will be examined by a Selection Committee of about ten scientists of different european countries. They will act as experts themselves and/or will choose the best experts in the domains concerned. The composition of the Selection Committee will be published on the website of CERET-ECAST (http://recherche.insset.u-picardie.fr/ceret/)

Remittance of the 2005 Prize

The prize will be remitted solemny during a scientific meeting of several scientific societies, that will be held in Paris by mid-december 2005. The laureate will on this occasion give a presentation of his work. The candidates will be informed of the results by mid-november.

· 3 copies of the thesis manuscript (which will be given back)

· an English abstract (shorter than 2 pages)

· the reports of the jury

· a CV of the applicant, in English

· a list of publications

· if the manuscript is neither in English, nor in French, a "long" (20 pages)  summary in English is required.
